The kiosk was staffed by Jim Young, Ed Golly and Joe 
Reinhardt for the full day. Three protestors stopped by to innun-
date us with insults, but otherwise everyone seemed to appreci-
ate our offerings. 
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Camp Quest 
CLARKSVILLE, OHIO—THE ANNUAL  OFFER BY ATHEISTS OF FLORIDA 
TO SPONSOR A  camper each year at the original Camp Quest was 
grabbed this year by the parent of one of our own members, 
Julia Scott. Ten-year-old son Sheridan was off to a full week of 
fun and education at Camp Graham, a 4-H camp about 30 miles 
northeast of Cincinnati. 

Billed as Camp Quest Classic due to the spawning of other 
Camp Quests in Michigan, Minnesota, California and Ontario, 
Canada, the camp drew the attention of Chicago Tribune staff 
reporter Ron Grossman, whose article appeared June 27. 
Grossman took an interest in Sheridan and was aware of Athe-
ists of Florida members weekly outreach at Ybor City. Since 
Sheridan and his mother are frequently part of the Friday night 
group, Grossman pointed out the “hostility encountered on the 
front lines of atheist activism,” and quoted Sheridan’s explana-
tion that he participates “as a hobby. But some people are so 
hostile, yelling at us: ‘You will go to Hell.’ ” 

Grossman observed that Camp Quest is a place to set down 
the burden of being different. 

Children who grow up in Christian households have the emo-
tional security of being in the nation's majority. Members of 
religious minorities have similarly minded friends and relatives. 
But coming from a family that does not believe in God often 
sets a child on a lonely road. 

Twelve years ago, Helen and Edwin Kagin started Camp 
Quest as a means to accomplish something productive for the 
freethought movement. For its inaugural season, Camp Quest 
drew 20 campers. This year, it enrolled 47 young people, rang-
ing from 8 to 17 years old. 

Campers are challenged each year with a hypothetical situa-
tion they must respond to in the form of a skit. They are also 
asked to disprove Kagin’s assertation that a pair of invisible 
unicorns inhabit the camp. 

For the concluding act, Edwin Kagin stood in front of the 
crackling flames, pounding an oversized walking stick worthy 
of a biblical prophet. He broadly impersonated an evangelical 
preacher, exhorting his congregation to believe in the unseen. 

“Who needs proof, if we have faith?” he asked. 
All around the campfire, young hands went up.

Letter to a Christian Nation that we’ll be selling, along with 
practically every title available by Richard Dawkins.

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1960’s Dr. Stanley Temple, of the  Univer-
sity of Wisconsin tried to solve the riddle. 
He discovered that  the trouble was not with 
the seed, but with the thick wall of the 
nut  that surrounded it. This was so hard that 
the embryo inside was not able to break 
through it. After a time the embryo would 
simply die. 
 Dr. Temple figured that the dodo must 
eat the nut, which would grind the walls in 
their gizzard so they would be thin enough 
to break though.  The problem was that the-
dodo had eaten the seeds as food and after 
being in the gizzard they should  have 
passed to the stomach and intestines to be 
digested. 
 Dr. Temple reasoned that perhaps not all 
of the seeds were digested. He needed an-
other bird about the size of a swan, with a 
gizzard that he could feed the nut. He 
choose turkeys. He fed the turkey’s 17 nuts, 
which stayed in the gizzards for about 6 
days. Of these 17 only 7 were digested. The 
remaining 10 were either regurgitated or 
passed out with the birds droppings. The 
hard wall of the nut was now much thinner. 
Dr. Temple planted these 10 and 3 germi-
nated. So, it seemed that the dodo played a 
big, and maybe even, a necessary part of the 
survival of the calvaria tree.  
 Word spread through the botanical com-

munity and the 
research made it to 
several books pub-
lished in the 
1970’s. One of the 
books was The Sex 
Life Of Plants, by 
Alec Bristow, a 
world  famous 
botanist. 
 Now comes 
the real science, 
not that Dr Tem-
ple did anything 

wrong in his experiment, he just did not get 
all the facts. His  theory that the tree re-
quired the dodo  has been debated a lot and 
others have suggested that the decline of the 
tree was exaggerated, or that other extinct 
animals may also have been distributing the 
seeds. 
  There is no evidence that the calvaria 
seed needed to be 'scored' by the dodo's 
gizzard before they could germinate. There 
are calvaria trees on Mauritius that sprouted 
AFTER the dodo's extinction. Reports today 
are that they are not even rare trees.

�� ecently there have been reports that 
the honeybee population is decreas-

ing. If this is true it could be important be-
cause of the number of fruits and vegetables 
that honey bees pollinate. It could be disas-
trous to plants from apples to zucchini. 
This  illustrates the importance of co-
evolution. When two species are linked in 
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order to survive it 
can mean the ex-
tinction of both if 
one of them dies 
out. Examples of 
this are not easy to 
find. 

 In 1681 the last dodo bird (Raphus call-
culatus)  died on the island of Mauritius, 
now the Republic of Mauritius, 560 miles 
east of the island of Madagascar, in the In-
dian Ocean. This island was the only place 
on earth where the dodo bird lived. It is also 
the only place on earth where the rare cal-
varia major tree exists.  
 The first ex-
plorers to find the 
island  found it 
great sport to 
hunt this flight-
less bird. They 
were about the 
size of a swan, 
peaceable, slow 
moving, and had 
no means of de-
fense.  
 Some people 
noticed a decline 
in the germination of the seeds of the cal-
varia tree shortly after the dodo became 
instinct. It appeared that the dodo might 
have something to do with this lack of 
young trees.  
 The existing calvaria trees were ap-
proaching 300 years of age and the tree was 
becoming rare indeed, reports were that only 
a dozen or so had survived.  The trees con-
tinued to produce fruit but the seeds would 
not germinate because the  dodo cannot fly 
and the flowers of the calvaria tree are high 
off the ground it was apparent that the dodo 
could not have pollinated the flowers.  
 There was a problem with the seeds in 
the fruit (nut)  that fell to the ground.   In the

�� hree Christian militants were executed by firing 
squad Friday, September 22, 2006 in Indonesia 

as much of the western world watched in dismay. The 
men had been convicted of leading attacks on Mus-
lims six years ago, leaving at least 70 people dead, 
according to police. According to an Associated Press 
news bulletin, upon hearing of the deaths early Friday 
morning, mobs of enraged Christians torched cars and 
police posts, also setting fire to a prison, freeing some 
200 prisoners. On the island of Flores, the mobs 
wielded machetes, sending panic running through the 
streets.  
 The European Union sharply criticized the 
planned executions. Finland, who holds the EU presi-
dency currently, issued a statement Friday: "The 
presidency of the European Union has learned with 
disappointment that despite numerous expressions of 
concern by the EU to the Indonesian authorities, Indo-
nesia has carried out executions in Central Sulawesi." 
Capital punishment is banned in the 25-member bloc. 
Even Joseph Ratzinger, known to his followers as 
Pope Benedict XVI, had issued pleas to spare the 
men. 
 As can be expected, tensions surrounding the ex-
tent of the role that religion has played in these pro-
ceedings were especially heightened. Some undoubt-
edly see these men as martyrs. Others will canonize 
their May 2000 victims. However, it is important to 
note that this entire string of events serves as an in-
structional example of the outcome when people of 
mutually incompatible dogmas attempt to force their 
theology onto one another. Yes, the execution of these 
three men and the effect that it had on the community

is tragic and unnecessary. Their actions six years ago 
were also heartbreaking and needless. But promoting 
more violence and disregard for life (even one’s own) 
is not the solution. 
 For reasons foreign to most rational citizens, mar-
tyrdom and persecution are very popular credos, even 
in many mainstream American religious groups. Many 
Christian groups tell their followers that they must be 
prepared to die (and even allow others to die) for their 
own beliefs.  
 One personal example stands out for me. I was 
conversing with a friend about this issue and inquired 
about the notion of self-sacrifice for his faith, and he 
explained that if a man came in and pressed a gun to 
his head, ordering him to verbally renounce his faith, 
he would refuse, knowing that the man would shoot. 
While impressed with his courage, I asked concernedly 
what he would do if this hypothetical shooter had put 
the gun to my (an atheist’s) head, and made the same 
demand of him. Would he act to spare my life, or 
would he let the man fire, knowing that I would then 
meet with an eternal fiery destination in accordance 
with his mythology? I never did get a straight answer, 
but perhaps the eerie silence that followed was all the 
answer he needed to give; I’d better duck. 
 Violent religious conflicts worldwide are enabled 
by two enabling components. The first, intolerance, is 
present in most fundamentalist religions around the 
globe. It is the resistance to ideas other than one’s own 
and the suppression of said ideas, with force if neces-
sary. The second is provided even by progressive reli-
gious groups: the mandate to “spread the word” or 
proselytize. This is demonstrated when, for example, 
an Islamic Fundamentalist encounters even a moderate 
Christian evangelist, causing an annihilation reaction 
that could power the USS Enterprise. The revival or 
renewal of religious faith in the wake of these conflicts 
is a feel-good message, but it only feeds the vicious 
cycle and serves to escalate the violence in the long 
run.  
 If we want to end religious violence, we eventually 
must cast off the shackles of superstition and unreason. 
Realistically, though, some of humanity may not yet be 
ready for the responsibility which would come with 
that liberty. But in the meantime, we can remember 
that our right to free exercise of religion comes with 
the responsibility to practice it for ourselves, not on 
other people.

The Price Of

 This was a great story when it was first reported in the 
early 1970's, but it appears that  it was proven to be false.

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HIALEAH, FL—Hailu Kidane Marian received an unex-
pectedly painful meteorological education while on his  
trip from Puerto Rico to South Florida to raise money 
for his religious education. Mr. Marian remains hospi-
talized as of Monday, July 9th, after he was struck 
down by a bolt of lightning that streaked from a clear 
blue sky on Sunday (of all days). He was selling reli-
gious materials when he was hit. If this was a message 
from God, then the message appears to have been: 
“JUST STOP NOW!”  
 Marian was working with other members of his 
religious group, selling religious materials door-to-
door in a Northwest Miami-Dade neighborhood, when 
he was struck by the errant bolt of nature’s electricity  
 “1 heard a boom, and I looked and [he] jumped 
back, then he just laid there, stiff”, said witness Maria 
Martinez. Paramedics say Marian was not breathing 
and his heart was not beating when they arrived, but 
they were able to revive him and rushed him to Jack-
son Memorial hospital, where he was in critical condi-
tion as of Sunday night 
 Members of Marian’s group waited outside the 
hospital throughout the night. “He’s unconscious, he’s 
in a coma”, said Francisco Perez, leader of the Puerto 
Rico-based group. “It’s difficult what happened, you 
know, but what can we do? Things happen in life, but 
we still believe in God.” 
 Yes, things do happen, like hurricanes, tsunamis, 
earthquakes, and random lightning strikes on clear 
days. It must be ever so comforting to Marian’s family 
that the same god who designed / created the universe 
and set the divine plan into motion, is the same god 
responsible for the bolt of lightning that placed Marian 
into a coma, and the same god to whom they all now 
pray for his recovery. 
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WASHINGTON, DC—A growing number of Evangelicals 
believe that salvation will not come via partisan poli-
tics. This nascent movement could implode the politi-
cal tidal wave of theocrat-wannabes that has hijacked 
American politics over the past 25 years. 
 Hope springs eternal, as manifested in new books 
by David Kuo, Randall Balmer, and Darryl Hart, who 
are challenging the Religious Right’s view that Chris-
tians have a duty to use the political system to exercise 
control over society. 
 Another Christian cold-warrior has joined the 
movement—Charles Marsh, a professor of religion at 
Virginia University, Harvard Divinity School graduate, 
and son of a Southern Baptist minister.

ASHEVILLE, NC—A Baptist church in the country of 
Transylvania (sic) defended one of its ministers on 
Thursday, July 5th, after being charged and arrested for 
sexually abusing children more than 20 years ago. The 

Rev. Duain A. Whittemore, age 66, 
and director of Anchor Baptist 
Church’s Missions International, was 
charged by the Sheriff’s Office in 
Greenville County, SC, with two 
counts of second-degree criminal sex-
ual conduct with a minor. Another 
church minister—Rev. Randy Barton, 
said allegations against his colleague 
were motivated by money. One cannot 

tell where Rev. Barton’s greatest psychological deficit 
lies: presumptuousness, indelicacy, or denial. 
 Whittemore is accused of assaulting a 13-year-old 
girl and another girl younger than 16, the sheriffs office 
charged. The crimes are alleged to have happened at a 
South Carolina orphanage between 1976 and 1984. 
One of the women, now 44, said Whittemore had inter-
course with her when she was younger than 16. Police 
in South Carolina have arrested two other people also 
on charges that they sexually abused children at Taber-
nacle Baptist Children’s Home.  
 Whittemore will be extradited to Greenville 
County, where he will face trial. Barton said Whitte-
more has known about the allegations of abuse since 
April. The missionary pastor “voluntarily curtailed his 
travels just because of the allegations,” Barton said. 
Whittemore has traveled frequently to South America 
and Asia but only surrendered his passport on Thurs-
day.  
 Barton said he was shocked when Transylvania 
County Sheriff’s deputies swarmed the Pisgah Forest 
church Friday and arrested Whittemore. Shocked? He 
should be thankful that LAPD didn’t make the collar. 
 The Greenville County Sheriff’s Office said issuing 
a fugitive warrant to arrest someone in another state is 
standard procedure, presumably along with ‘swarming’ 
the location of said fugitive and actually arresting them. 
 Barton said the arrests of the men come at the same 
time the children’s home is involved in a legal dispute 
with a former student and could be “an effort to 
strengthen that pending civil suit for an unlimited 
amount of monetary compensation.” Nevertheless, it’s 

interesting that the 
same people who

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Surmising that it is “medically uncertain” whether in-
tact D & E is necessary, last week the Supreme Court 
ruled, in Gonzales  v. Carhart,to uphold the federal law 
misleadingly named Partial-Birth Abortion Ban Act of 
2003 that bans this abortion procedure.  
 In previous cases, the Court recognized that, in addi-
tion to the fundamental right of a woman to have an 
abortion, she is constitutionally entitled to access to 
procedures that are medically necessary to preserve her 
health. This right of access was recognized as not being 
subject to revocation because of political opposition 
from some circles.  
 All of this has now been nullified by a Supreme 
Court that has ignored its own precedents. This deci-
sion, in the rationales put forth, cannot withstand rea-
sonable scrutiny. As Justice Ruth Ginsburg pointed out 
in her sharp dissent, a division of medical opinion obvi-
ously implies there is a risk to a woman who, in consul-
tation with her physician, is now denied the right to 
choose intact D & E.  Ironically, the Court now has 
deprived women of the right to choose a safe abortion 
procedure.  
 Nor should American woman be demeaned by hav-
ing a small group of elderly men make decisions for 
them so they will never have “regrets”. We all have 
“regrets” from time to time given our different views 

on life, what one woman views as an ef-
fective decision for herself will be viewed 
less positively by another. This is some-
thing that each person decides on a per-
sonal basis. 
 The Court’s decision demonstrates how 
pressure from the religious right, without 
credible science or research behind it, has 
an unhealthy effect on public policy. Re-
ligious points of view must never be al-
lowed to dictate public policy and limit
